Year 7 and 8 curriculum

* You will be taught each subject by a different teacher and you will 
move round classrooms.
* The teachers are experts in those subjects and often you will be in 
rooms set up for those subjects (e.g. Science labs and Art Rooms).
* You will have atimetable, showing you which lessons you have 
and where they are. You will be with your form group for some 
lessons.
*In other subjects, you will be with different groups of students. 
These groups are designed to help you learn together best in that 
subject
